Although the issue did and does not qualify as an emergency, customers are being informed of what occurred, the actions the Company has taken and will take to correct the Infraction.

In 2025, the Company’s annual compliance period testing for disinfection byproducts (AKA DBPs), The Samples were not taken at or on the scheduled Date, therefore the quality of the water was indeterminable at that time.
